¶ A full year of integration of Southern Community Services, serving those in need with an array of services in Southern 
York County and reaching 3,415 different individuals. 

¶ The founding of the New American Welcome Center of our YMCA with a purpose to welcome and serve newcomers to 
our community while serving 593 individuals in its first year. 

¶ Full camp enrollments at Camp Spirit, Camp Discover and Summer Learning Loss Program, serving over 600 different 
children in the summer.  

¶ 8 new members to the YMCAós Heritage Club to assure that the mission of the YMCA will continue into the future. 

¶ A sell-out crowd at the LIVESTRONG at the YMCA Golf and Gala events, raising over $80,000 to support the free 
cancer support program for those navigating the difficulty of cancer treatment and their caregivers.  

¶ The formulation of the vision to add infant care in the York Branchós STARS 4 Early Learning Center, meeting a critical 
need for infant care in York City.  

¶ A record number of active-older adult attendees at the Bob Hoffman Dover Branch for physical, mental, and spiritual 
wellness, fast tracking the need to expand the building profile and parking availability.  

¶ Record numbers of runners seeking their first experiences in a race or to test their personal resolve in the YMCAós 
RACE Series: Turkey Trot, Marathon/Half Marathon, Trails and Tails.  

¶ WellSpanós nomination of the Southern Branchós Rock Steady Boxing program for a Non-Profit Innovation Award for 
its service to Parkinsonós patients.  

 The 163rd year also experienced the capital campaign, Transformation and Preservation, to continue the 
transformation of our physical facilities while preserving the best about the York City campus and meeting the emerging 
and urgent needs in our communities. The $5.5M goal was within reach at the end of 2018 and we expect to exceed the 
goal in 2019. Year 164 will be a year of disruption, disruption in a good way with construction projects, but it will also be
